ALTERNATIVE WAYS TO EARN
CREDIT

Valencia will accept a maximum of 45 credits in any combination

of Advanced Placement (AP), College Level Examination Program
(CLEP), correspondence and extension, credit by examination, DANTES,
experiential learning, and International Baccalaureate (IB). You must earn
25% of your degree credit hours as institutional credits to be awarded

a Valencia degree; this is 15 institutional credits for the A.A. and A.S.
degrees, and 30 institutional credits for the B.A.S. and B.S. degrees.
